Meals are being provided at no cost on Mondays, Wednesday and Fridays from 11 am – 1 
pm at Lawrence Jones Middle 5154 Snyder Ln, Rancho Cotate High 5450 Snyder Ln and 
Technology Middle 7165 Burton Ave.  Families can proctor for neighbors, meaning, meals 
can be picked up by someone other than a guardian.

October- National Bullying Prevention Awareness Month 
This is National Bullying Prevention Awareness Month!  It is a good time to speak to your 
child about what bullying is and what to do if they witness bullying. 

Bullying is unwanted, aggressive behavior among school aged children that involves a 
real or perceived power imbalance. The behavior is repeated, or has the potential to be 

repeated, over time. Both kids who are bullied and who bully others may have serious, 
lasting problems. 

In order to be considered bullying, the behavior must be aggressive and include: 

• An Imbalance of Power: Kids who bully use their power—such as physical strength, 
access to embarrassing information, or popularity—to control or harm others. Power 
imbalances can change over time and in different situations, even if they involve the 
same people. 

• Repetition: Bullying behaviors happen more than once or have the potential to happen 
more than once.
